Activities
Poster design

Invite the students to imagine they are living sometime in the 1880s and 1890s, in a
place where women do not have the right to vote. Ask the students to design a poster on
the topic ‘Women have the right to vote’. Encourage them to use the topic words on the
poster, and to make up a simple slogan on why women should have this right. Remind

the students to create their design with the 1880s and 1890s in mind.

Research project

Invite the students to use books and the internet to research some of Australia’s leading

suffragettes, including:

. Elizabeth Brentnall, Léontine Cooper, Emma Miller and Margaret Ogg
(Queensland).

For each suffragette researched, encourage the students to find and include the

following information:

J dates of birth and death

J early years

J suffrage work

J leagues and organisations they worked with as part of the women’s suffrage

campaign.

Ask the students to use a computer program, a poster on cardboard or a scrapbook to

present their information.

‘A woman'’s place is in the home’ vs ‘Deeds not words’

How have things have changed in relation to women since the time of the suffragettes?
Provide the students with a worksheet with four columns: ‘Family’, ‘Law’, ‘Occupations’
and ‘Politics’. In each column, ask them to write down how things were for women in
each area in 1883, and in 1983. Have students note when changes occurred during

these 100 years. Invite the students to share their ideas with the class.

Ask the students to work in groups, allocating one of the following topics to each group.

J Name the women elected to federal and state parliaments from 1903 to 1950. List
their names, roles and achievements.

. Find out how many women were elected to federal parliament from 1951 to 2000.
List their names and roles.

J Find out the names of women members, ministers, chief ministers and premiers in
your state’s parliament since 1921. List their names, roles and achievements.

. Find out how many women are in the Senate and the House of Representatives in

the federal parliament at present.
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
